You’ll know what is planned for the 

upcoming month, perhaps two.  

� The pack website: www.pack664.org.  Here 

you can find the calendar, as well as forms, 

parent handbook and other useful things. 

� The yahoo group E-mail list.  New families are 

generally invited onto the e-mail list.  For spur 

of the moment opportunities, or changes in 

scheduling, this is the fastest way for pack 

leaders to relay information quickly.  Yahoo 

gives you options on how you receive your 

messages.  

o No mail-Bookmark the website and read 

messages as a group member.  You may 

miss information if you don’t 

periodically check the website.  

o Digest-Yahoo collects messages and 

groups them in periodic digests-receive 

1 big mail rather than several smaller 

ones.  You may miss information due to 

the delay in yahoo preparing the digest. 

o Individual mails-For those who want to 

be up to the minute and in the loop, you 

receive messages as they are sent.  Each 

message sent from one person is sent to 

all group members.  

To change your yahoo group settings, log onto 

yahoo and go to “My Groups.”  Tonya would be 

happy to walk you through it over the phone, call
